One	of	those	words	is	the	Greek	homophron.	Homophron	means	to	be	“like-minded	in	intent	

and	purpose.”	Look	at	1	Peter	3:8-9,	which	uses	this	word	to	express	the	idea	of	unity	(unity	of	

mind,	single-mindedness,	or	harmony	is	how	it	is	usually	translated).	What	can	you	learn	from

2. Another	word	in	the	Greek	that	is	used	to	express	the	idea	of	unity	is	the	word	phroneo.	

Phroneo	means	to	have	an	inner	perspective	that	shows	itself	in	outer	behavior.	In	terms	of	

unity,	this	means	that	corporately	what	we	believe	should	translate	into	our	actions.	Read	the
